Spring ASA Inventory Submissions
ASA Inventory lists have been sent and are due was to the 

oĸce by the end of March with the Įrst half of the inventory 
payment. The inventory sheets are self-adjusƟng for each 
breeder. All breeding age females born on or before May 
15, 2023, will be on the inventory lisƟng. For those dams no 
longer in the herd, just mark the disposal code on the sheet 
and the date, adjust $12 per cow removed then return to the 
ASA oĸce with the Įrst half of the payment. Be sure to check 
the box if a paper registraƟon form is sƟll needed. ASA will 
only send out a paper registraƟon form if one is requested.

Inventory fees cover everything a breeder needs for the 
2025 progeny including all of the performance data from 
birth through yearling informaƟon. The fee includes the calf 
registraƟon and the Įrst-Ɵme transfer of the progeny, even 
if years later. ASA encourages everyone to turn in complete 
performance data of every calf born in 2025, even if they are 
not registered. Complete performance data only makes the 
Salers database stronger and provides more informaƟon for 
our commercial customers.

ASA Registry Reminders
DNA Parentage and Genotyping
All Salers DNA samples for DNA parentage or 100K tesƟng 

for Genomic Enhanced EPDs, must be sent direct to the ASA 
oĸce with the DNA typing form. A PDF or excel DNA form 
is available from the Salers website under Herd Tools then 
DNA tesƟng. TesƟng can take up to two months from start 
to Įnish so don’t delay in sending in samples if informaƟon 
is needed for spring sale catalogs. Genomic Enhanced EPDs 
are generated with the standard EPDs every 10 days. Weekly 
EPDs are updated every Tuesday. Plan ahead and allow 
plenty of Ɵme for submiƫng DNA samples.

Remember to collect DNA samples on all AI sires or 
walking bulls. ASA sires must be parentage veriĮed in order 
for semen to be used or sold. ASA sires and donor dams 
must also have a Beta Mannosidosis test on Įle or be clean 
via parentage. Beta Mannosidosis forms are available on the 
website. 

ASA also encourages all ASA breeders to submit DNA on all 
natural service bulls used in the registered herd.

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Well RedWell Red
In the northwest corner of Dewey County, 

Oklahoma, lies the small town of Vici, where caƩle 
outnumber people and the red dirt stretches 
for miles. "This is mostly caƩle country now," 
says Eddy Roy. "There’s hardly any wheat ground 
anymore."

Eddy and his wife, Penny, have spent more 
than three decades raising Salers-inŇuenced 
caƩle, building a commercial herd that thrives 
in the creek boƩoms and rolling grasslands of 
their ranch. Eddy’s journey with Salers began in 
the early 1990s. "I grew up with Herefords," he 
recalls. "Then I mostly got out of caƩle when I 
went to work in the oilĮeld. AŌer that, I got into 
Salers-Angus." His Įrst purchase was a group of 
thirty heifers with a Salers bull mixed in. "I ended 
up keeping all thirty," he says. "I never lost a calf." 
That experience made a lasƟng impression, and in 
1992, he purchased his Įrst registered Salers bull 
from the JeƩ Ranch near Laverne, Oklahoma.

Eddy Įrst crossed paths with Monte Rowell at a caƩle sale near 
SƟllwater, Oklahoma, in the early 2000s. Eddy didn’t buy a bull that 
day, but he did bring home seven or eight heifers. Eddy bought his Įrst 
Rowell bull the following year, and has used them consistently ever 
since.

“He’s a good customer,” says Monte. “He tells me kind of what he 
wants, and he brings a trailer."

Over the years, Eddy has been conƟnually impressed by the breed’s 
adaptability, eĸciency, and calving ease. "They’re preƩy easy keepers," 
he says. "They eat just about anything." Salers thrive in the rugged, 
sandy landscape of northwestern Dewey County.

Eddy’s ouƞit now spans over 1,000 acres and is mostly Oklahoma 
red dirt, sandy grassland, and creek boƩoms that sport around one 
hundred-ĮŌy acres of Bermuda grass.

In 2019, disaster struck when a wildĮre swept through Eddy’s ranch. 
"We lost everything except the house," he recalls. The Įre claimed 
thirty-Įve cows, most of which were ready to calve, as well as a three-
year-old bull. It also destroyed his shop, cow shed, and twenty miles of 
fencing. Despite this, Eddy has since managed to build back, relying on 
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the ruggedness of Salers and his own hardworking nature.
Eddy’s caƩle are split into three separate herds, with 

calving and weaning staggered throughout the year. His 
calves start hiƫng the ground in February, and he “tries 
to get the calves to 350-400 pounds before selling." Eddy 
doesn’t precondiƟon his calves in the tradiƟonal sense, but 
he feeds them unƟl they are used to being worked.

Eddy values docility in his bulls, and Monte’s program 
delivers. "Every bull I’ve got, I could pet," Eddy says. Eddy 
prefers red-hided bulls, but "he’s not prejudiced to black 
caƩle, either," according to Monte. "He just likes something 
that’ll hit the ground and grow."

Eddy has seen many changes in the Salers breed over the 
past thirty-three years. "The bulls have goƩen beƩer," he 
notes. "They’re gentler and more reĮned than they used 
to be." But one thing has remained constant—Salers caƩle 
conƟnue to deliver the traits that Įrst aƩracted him to the 
breed: calving ease, maternal ability, and strong growth 
performance.

When asked about the added value Salers have brought 
to his operaƟon, Eddy doesn’t hesitate. "I’ve been preƩy 
lucky with them," he says. His bulls weigh upwards of 2,300 
pounds and maintain their condiƟon well. His cows are good 
mothers, producƟve and easy to handle.

With a lifeƟme of experience and a herd built to thrive 
in Oklahoma’s challenging environment, Eddy Roy is a 
deserving recipient of the 2024 Commercial Producer of the 
Year award. His dedicaƟon to quality caƩle, hard work, and 
resilience through adversity make him a true caƩleman’s 
caƩleman. "It’s an honor to have people like Eddy raising 
these caƩle," says Monte Rowell. "He’s the kind of guy who 
makes you proud to be in this business." For Eddy, it all 
comes down to raising caƩle that work for him, not the other 
way around. "They’re preƩy easy keepers," he says. "And 
that’s what I like."
